Wind is naturally occurring, so the
power generated comes from renewable resources, which
helps to reduce our carbon footprint. The DOE also explains
that wind turbines can be built almost anywhere and with
different sizes available, they can be used for large wind farms
or in your own home.

Our building can generate its own
electricity as the primary source of power from a
